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2010 Teller County Republican Caucus Agenda – Some Background 

Colorado uses a caucus, assembly and primary process to nominate candidates who appear on the ballot in November.  
The caucuses are precinct-level meetings to: (1) elect delegates to various assemblies; and, (2) propose resolutions.   

In general, there are two ways candidates can appear on the November ballot: (1) go through the caucus and assembly 
process; or (2) petition on to the ballot by securing the requisite number of voter signatures (the number varies by office).   

Delegates to the assemblies vote for their party’s candidates for office.  Candidates who receive at least 30% of the 
delegates’ votes appear on their party’s primary election held in August.  Candidates who receive between 10%-29% of the  
votes may petition on to the August primary ballot.   Candidates with less than 10% of votes are dropped.  The winner of the 
August primary appears on the November ballot as their party’s nominee.   

If there are no challengers from the opposition party (e.g., no Democrat challenger), then the winner of the August 
primary is essentially elected to office.  Unaffiliated voters may not vote in primaries, so they don’t vote until November. 

Colorado voters are evenly split between Republicans, Unaffiliated and Democrat voters.  In a typical election year only 
about 60% of eligible voters actually vote.  But, even worse, only about 15% of registered Republicans or Democrats bother 
to vote in their parties’ primaries.    Said differently, the very small number of citizens who register with a political party and 
participate in the caucuses, assemblies and primaries – like you – determine who represents us.

 ̧ Invocation/Pledge of Allegiance 

 ̧ General rules: (1) To participate, you must be affiliated with the Republican party before Jan. 20; 
(2) voting may be by secret ballot or acclamation where no ballot is necessary; (3) no proxy or 
absentee voting is allowed; and, (4) elected delegates are not obligated to vote at an assembly 
as directed by the caucus (but you can ask them how they intend to vote). 

 ̧ Elect or appoint a caucus Chairman (runs the meeting), Secretary (records proceedings and 
prepares reports) & two (2) Tellers (counts the votes).  We strongly suggest that the current 
precinct co-chairs chair the meeting since they are familiar with the process. 

 ̧ Hear from anyone who wants to speak for or against a particular Governor/Senate candidate (15 
minutes combined total for all speeches).  Conduct Preference Poll for Governor, US Senate 

 ̧ Hear from anyone who wants to speak for or against a particular candidate other than Governor 
or Senator (20 minutes combined total for all speeches).  Nominate & elect Delegates/Alternates 
to: (1) State Assembly; (2) County Assembly; (3) CD-5 Assembly; and, (4) HD-45 Assembly.  
Delegate nominees should tell the group why they want to be a delegate. 

 ̧ Volunteers for: (1) Election Judges ($100/day); (2) Lincoln Day Picnic; (3) County Assembly; (4) 
4th of July booth; (5) Voter Registration at community events; and (6) Republican Women. 

 ̧ Propose, discuss and vote on Resolutions. 

 ̧ Nominate & elect two Precinct co-Chairs to represent precinct at Teller County Republican 
Central Committee (attend monthly meetings, encourage voter registration, participate in party 
activities, run precinct caucus in 2012 election cycle) for 2 years. 

 ̧ Volunteers for: (1) Election Judges ($100/day); (2) Lincoln Day Picnic; (3) County Assembly; (4) 
4th of July booth; (5) Voter Registration at events; and, (6) Teller County Republican Women.
